Notes/Excuses

If for any reason the student is unable to perform any activity inside or out of the classroom students must have a parent’s not or a doctor’s note. Depending on the severity of the issue students will be given alternate assignments or tasks. If students are unable to participate in the classroom or any physical activity, this will also include recess. 

Thinking Chair

The thinking chair is a chair in a specific part of the classroom designated for students with behavior problems or who cannot follow the classroom rules accordingly. Students will be allowed three chances to correct their attitude and actions before being placed in the thinking chair. 

· 1st warning – Verbal warning

· 2nd warning – 5 minutes of no recess

· 3rd warning – 5 minutes in the thinking chair

If problems continue to persist after being placed in the thinking chair a conference with parents or the school’s administrator will be scheduled. 

Grading

Students are graded on performance and ability to complete designated tasks for each content area. Students will also be graded on effort and participation on the classroom. In my classroom I want students to have fun and create an environment where they feel safe and free.
