Lesson Plan #1
Charlotte’s Web
Two-Prong Focus: Reading and writing.  
1) Reading Content = the student reads and comprehends text across the curriculum.  The student expands vocabulary.  
2) Core Academic Content (use State Standards) = Reading: 4.1.1.K1,2. The student reads and comprehends text across the curriculum. Writing: 4.1.1.K1, 2. The student writes effectively for a variety of audiences, purposes, and contexts. 
Student Objectives: The student uses knowledge of conventions (e.g., question marks, exclamation points, commas, apostrophes, asterisks, ampersands) and text features to read fluently at instructional or independent reading levels. Student’s will also reads expressively with appropriate pace, phrasing, intonation, and rhythm of speech. Students will use knowledge of sentence structure to read fluently at instructional or independent reading levels. 
Teaching Procedure: Through real world connections, visual imaging, empathy, inquiry and questioning students will use reading and writing skills to complete this lesson. 

Introduction: Students will watch a video and be introduced to the book Charlotte’s Web. Students will first complete assessment (see attached worksheet) and begin reading chapter 1. Students will discuss what they read in the text along with main ideas, characters, conflicts, etc. Students will reflect on daily activities in their journal. 
Development:

1. Discuss the book Charlotte’s Web as a class. Students will read chapter 1 (review chapters 2-5) to refresh their memories. This chapter introduces the main characters of the book: Fern, Wilbur and Mr. and Mrs. Arable. Students should have already read the book in previous weeks. Discuss the books sequence of important events. Next, the students will watch a video trailer of the movie Charlotte’s Web at http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=ORMcpzpmLTU. 
2. Next, after the kids watch the movie trailer they are to get out a piece of paper and colored pencils and write the names of all the main characters of the story on their paper. After reading chapter 1 (review chapters 2-5) and watching the video trailer, each student should be able to list characteristics on their paper of each main character. These should be physical and non-physical characteristics. Students will need to have a minimum of 5 characteristics listed for each character. After each student is done with their character analysis, 
3. Explain to the class that throughout this lesson all the work they complete and information they find will be placed on this poster board. At the end of the unit students will present to the class their boards and explained what they learned through the unit and form the book Charlotte’s Web. Students will be asked to reflect what they learned today in their journal and answer one question chosen by the teacher. These questions will later be on a test at the end of the unit. 
Conclusion:
1. Students will be introduced to picture board and discuss what they learned from reading and watching the introduction video. 

2. Students will state what he or she thought the most important material thing was they learned. Students will also explain to the class what they discussed with their chosen partners. 

3. Students will be asked to reflect what they learned in their journal and answer one question chosen by the teacher. Questions will later be on post assessment. 

Assessment (may include a rubric):

Students will be asked to write in their journal something that they learned today. I will ask the students at least one question from the text that we reviewed in class. At the end of the unit there will be a test over the book and I will ask students these questions directly from their journal as well as have them write a one paragraph summary of the things they learned, liked and disliked throughout the unit.

Special Needs (indicate how you will extend the lesson for gifted learners and decrease the lesson for struggling learners):

Gifted Learners: Allow these students to be placed with a partner that is at a lower learning level than themselves. This allows the students to work together and show each other different main ideas relating to the story and shair different ideas. Student could also work independently and write a relfection of what they read in hteir writing journal to discuss at a later time. Thir prompts the student to be more reflective, locate, explaina nd evaluate the text. 

Learners Below Level:  For students that cannot complete the work in class they may do alternative assignments. For students that have difficulty reading they can just watch the video trailer or stay after school to get assistance reviewing the different chapters covered in class. For students who have difficulty writing they can create pictures to help them remember the characters and what they look like and resemble. For students who have difficulty drawing can simply write instead. Alternative worksheets can be made for students based on their needs.
