Two-Prong Lesson Plan

Charlotte’s Web

Two-Prong Focus: Reading, Writing, and Science. 
1) Reading Content = Students will read and comprehend text across the curriculum. The student expands vocabulary.  

2) Core Academic Content (use State Standards) = Reading: 4.1.1.K1. The student reads and comprehends text across the curriculum. Writing: 4.1.1.K1, 2. The student writes effectively for a variety of audiences, purposes, and contexts.  

Student Objectives: Students will determine the meaning of words or phrases by using context clues (e.g., definitions, restatements, examples, and descriptions) from sentences or paragraphs. Student will use synonyms, antonyms, homophones, and homographs to determine the meaning of words. Students will also choose reference materials (e.g., dictionaries, encyclopedias, atlases, glossaries, thesauri, on-line reference materials) appropriate to the task.

Teaching Procedure: Through real world connections, visual imaging, empathy, inquiry and questioning students will use reading and writing skills to complete this lesson. 

Introduction: Students will read and review chapter from Charlotte’s Web. Students will be introduced and learn new vocabulary words throughout the text. Students will create a story using the vocabulary words they have learned in the book Charlotte’s Web. Students will continue adding to their poster. 

Development:

1. Discuss and review with student’s chapters 6-12 from the book. I will already have a list of vocabulary words on the white board. I will ask students to choose five words from the list and write them down on a piece of paper. Each student will need a dictionary, if not enough are provided they may work in small groups or partners.  

2. After the students have chosen their five words from the list on the white board, they need to get a dictionary and look up each word and write the definition next to each word. Students can work in small groups or with partners. Each students needs to have their own paper. After completing the vocabulary exercise student will get on a computer and create a silly story using the vocabulary words they have chosen. The website used is http://www.sundhagen.com/babbooks/adlib.cgi. When students are done they may print their stories. 
3. When students are finished with their vocabulary lists and creating their silly stories they will need to cut them out and glue them to their poster boards. Once students have completed this they can begin to clean up and prepare to write in their journals as to what they learned today and answer one question from the teacher.
Conclusion:
1. Students will review vocabulary words learned throughout the lesson. 

2. Students will discuss different words and their meanings with a chosen partner by the teacher. 

3. Students will create a story using the words they have learned, share a brief description of their story and then display it on the class poster to reflect on at the end of the unit. 
Assessment (may include a rubric):

Through discussing as a class or small group about different words and their meanings students are using communication skills and prior knowledge to determine meanings. Students are using dictionaries to explore different words, and evaluating how they relate the book and can be used in different texts. Actual test will be given at the end of the unit to test knowledge gained.
