Lesson Plan #3

Charlotte’s Web
Two-Prong Focus: Reading, science and writing.  
1) Reading Content = the student reads and comprehends text across the curriculum. The student expands vocabulary.   
2) Core Academic Content (use State Standards) = Reading: 4.1.1.K1,2. The student reads and comprehends text across the curriculum. Writing: 4.1.1.K1, 2. The student writes effectively for a variety of audiences, purposes, and contexts. 
Student Objectives: Students will determine the meaning of words or phrases by using context clues (e.g., definitions, restatements, examples, and descriptions) from sentences or paragraphs. Student will use synonyms, antonyms, homophones, and homographs to determine the meaning of words. Students will also choose reference materials (e.g., dictionaries, encyclopedias, atlases, glossaries, thesauri, on-line reference materials) appropriate to the task.
Teaching Procedure: Through real world connections, visual imaging, empathy, inquiry and questioning students will use reading, writing and science skills to complete this lesson. 

Introduction: Students will review chapters and vocabulary from the book Charlotte’s Web. Students will be introduced to spiders and uncover prior knowledge regarding them and their characteristics. Students will begin writing a three-paragraph essay about spiders. Students will reflect on daily activities in their journal. 

Development:

1. Discuss and review with student’s chapters 13-18 from the book. Explain to students we are going to learn all about spiders (Like Charlotte from the book). Introduce the book Simon & Schuster Children's Guide to Insects and Spiders by Jinny Johnson. This book describes different types of insects and gives information about each. 
2. As a class we will read the book Simon & Schuster Children's Guide to Insects and Spiders. As we are reading I would like students to have their journals out and take notes about their favorite spider. After we read the book together I will pass out the spider diagram worksheet for students to complete. Students can use the book and work in groups or they can research things on computers. Students are to label the spider with characteristics that relate to Charlotte from the book while comparing them with new information they have research or read about. These can be from research or the book or Charlotte’s Web. As students finish completing their spider worksheets I will explain to students that they are going to pick one character from the story Charlotte’s Web and write a three-paragraph essay over them. The essay should include what they know about the character, what their role was in the book Charlotte’s Web and why they like and chose this character. (Teachers do not have to use the spider diagram or the book about spiders. This can be modified to fit any animal. For example a pig, horse, ducks, dogs, cats etc.). 
3. Students will cut their spider diagrams out and glue them on their poster boards. Next, students will choose the character they wish to write their essay over. Lastly, students will write what they learned today in their journal. They will also answer one question that I will provide them with. Students will clean up. 
Conclusion:
1. Students will be introduced to picture board and discuss what they learned from reading and watching the introduction video. 

2. Students will state what he or she thought the most important material thing was they learned. Students will also explain to the class what they discussed with their chosen partners. 

3. Students will be asked to reflect what they learned in their journal and answer one question chosen by the teacher. Questions will later be on post assessment. 

Assessment (may include a rubric):

Through discussing characteristics and facts about spiders as a class students are using communication to discover new information as well as prior knowledge. Students are researching information about different types of spiders and remembering that information while interpreting it on a diagram.

Using spiders may be too difficult for some students; in that case another animals may be chosen as well as books to use to help students gather information. For example if students wanted to do theirs over a pig a great book t use would be Pigs by Hannah Ray or Ducks by Sally Morgan.
