Lesson Plan #5

Charlotte’s Web
Two-Prong Focus: Reading and writing.  
1) Reading Content = the student reads and comprehends text across the curriculum. The student expands vocabulary.    
2) Core Academic Content (use State Standards) = Reading: 4.1.1.K1,2. The student reads and comprehends text across the curriculum. Writing: 4.1.1.K1, 2. The student writes effectively for a variety of audiences, purposes, and contexts. 
Student Objectives: Chooses and writes about a narrowed and focused idea and occasionally writes about a given prompt. Maintains focused ideas with supporting details, which gives the reader important information that he/she could not personally bring to the text. Writes by using (1) personal experience (2) observations (3) prior knowledge. Expresses information in own words and uses appropriate details with simple and compound sentences. Writes paragraph(s) with a topic sentence including supporting details in a logical order. .
Teaching Procedure: Through real world connections, visual imaging, empathy, inquiry and questioning students will use reading and writing skills to complete this lesson. 

Introduction: Students will review chapters and vocabulary from the book Charlotte’s Web. Students will finish writing their three-paragraph essay about spiders. Students will reflect on daily activities in their journal, discussion/presentation and testing.

Development:

1. Finish essay; gather posters created by the kids, review journals. Students will begin taking their test over Charlotte’s Web. 
2. Students will complete their essays, finish their poster boards and present them to the class. Lastly student will review their journals and prepare for a test to assess their understanding of the material taught.
3. Students will close with their presentations. If time allows students can create a marshmallow spider web as a class and enjoy eating it afterwards. 
Conclusion:
1. Students will finish writing their essays and reflecting on the book Charlotte’s Web. 

2. Students will state what he or she thought the most important material thing was they learned. Students will also explain to the class what they discussed with their chosen partners and present a brief summary of their essay. 

3. Students will be asked to reflect what they learned and take a test to assess the knowledge gained throughout this unit.

Special Needs (indicate how you will extend the lesson for gifted learners and decrease the lesson for struggling learners):

Gifted Learners: Gifted students will be required to write a five paragraph essay regarding spiders. Gifted students can help other struggling students in the class or even create their own diagram to use at a future date to go along with the book. Gifted student will create a picture story to present to the rest of the class and to display on the poster. 

Learners Below Level: For students who have difficulty writing and completing the essay they can have the option of creating a picture book of Charlotte’s Web. They will have to include at least three pictures of three main events that happened in the book. Students can also write a brief, one paragraph summary of what they learned throughout the unit.
